Palestine, Ohio: Chemicals Spilled from
Train Will Spread into Ohio River
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The Ohio River is being monitored and the spill is expected to reach the river by
Sunday. Governor DeWine said that “there has never really been a reason to be
concerned”, but he is involved in the decision for the controlled chemical fire and is
minimizing damages.
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Ohio’s Treasurer, Josh Mandel, says he will accept tax payments from businesses in
digital currency. Mandel says he is empowered to make this decision decide “without
approval from the legislature or governor,” because he is an elected official.
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The state government of Ohio has filed a lawsuit against five drug companies: accusing
them of unlawful and unethical marketing practices. These include pursuing undue
influence over medical spokesmen and publishing false information.
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
